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The source is the Ministry of the Environment, Government of Japan: The Sixth Basic Environment Plan.

The Paris Agreement adopted in December 2015 aims to curb an increase in the global average
temperature to well below 2°C and to pursue efforts to curb it to 1.5°C, and to these ends, to
achieve net-zero anthropogenic greenhouse gas emissions (i.e., striking a balance between
anthropogenic greenhouse gas emissions and removals) in the second half of this century. This
became a turning point toward the building of a decarbonized society worldwide. In order to
achieve the Paris Agreement target, cumulative anthropogenic emissions based on sinks must
be kept below a certain amount, and it is important for Japan to move forward with rapid

greenhouse gas emissions reductions based on the best available science.
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
